"hands-on" care throughout labor, birth and after. There are many benefits in being cared for 

by a midwife: there is less chance of complications and fewer interventions. You will enjoy the 

extended time midwives spend with you during labor and birth. Midwives understand that 

pregnancy and childbirth are normal, healthy processes.that involve every part of a woman – 

her feelings, hopes, fears, physical needs, and spiritual beliefs. Your midwife will help you 

through your labor and delivery and offer a variety of methods for your comfort and progress.
